How to arrive to Palmela ?

Nearest airport:  
Lisbon, about 30 km (southbound).
 
Traveling from Lisbon, cross the 25 de 
Abril Bridge and take the A2, or the 
Vasco da Gama Bridge and take the 
A12. Exit Palmela.
 
In the south of Portugal, nearest 
airport: 
Faro, about 250 km away.
Use the A2 towards Lisbon. Exit 
Palmela.
 
Badajoz, 190 km away, has the A6 and 
A2 motorways. Exit Palmela.

If you’re coming from the south of 
Spain, take the highway to Huelva, 
passing through Vila Real de St.º 
António (Algarve) and Via do Infante. 
Follow the A2 signs towards Lisboa. 
Exit Palmela.
Arriving at the toll booths, go around 
the roundabout and head towards the 
center of the village.
